This is an invitation to attend an Extraordinary General Meeting on 23rd June at 7.30pm at the clubhouse.

As you know CSRC has plans for growth and development over the coming years which include the extension of our current building. After an initial planning phase in which we approached a variety of funding agencies (including Sports Scotland) we were advised that bids for funding would only be successful if we worked with the rest of the water sports clubs towards a common vision for the development of the site. Since then there has been a huge amount of work by members of CSRC and the other clubs to come to some common agreement.

There is now a new group, the Semple Sports Access Partnership (SSAP) which is being constituted as a charity and which is made up of representatives from five clubs (rowing, sailing, kayaking, windsurfing and fishing). The group has been meeting twice weekly for several months now with the intention of taking a joint planning application forward to funding.

Before plans go any further it is important that CSRC members get the chance to hear more about the work to date, the proposals currently on the table, to ask questions and to contribute to any debate.

If you have concerns about the idea of a joint venture with other water sports clubs, or have questions about the proposals to date, now is your opportunity to raise them before the planning process goes any further.
